-In the Bald Eagle Valley between Julian and Unionville- 

Blueberry picking starts at 6pm.  Please call first to schedule an evening--sometimes we are closed or need to limit the picking.   814-355-2655
  We have “pick-your-own” from the beginning of July through most of August. 

From State College: Out N. Atherton St. Follow new signs “To Rt. 550; Skytop Mountain Rd” over Skytop Mountain (original rt 322). At bottom, bear right onto “alternate” Rt 220, towards Milesburg.  Go 8 miles to Dix Run Rd, on the left. (You will pass Julian and Ridge Soaring Gliderport. If you get to Unionville you’ve gone one mile too far)    Continue below at (*) 

From  Milesburg: follow (alternate) Rt 220 South past Bald Eagle High School, past Sheetz, continue 5 or 6 miles, through Unionville. One mile after Unionville turn right onto Dix Run Rd. (if you pass the Gliderport, you’ve gone one mile too far). 

Continue  below at (*) 

Also: There are two back roads from Rt 550 (Buffalo Run Rd) over the mountain:

     Julian Pike into Julian Then turn right onto alt. rt 220, go past gliderport and continue one more mile. Turn left onto Dix Run Rd. Continue below at (*) 

      Purdue Mt Road from Fillmore into Unionville Then turn left onto alt. rt 220, go one mile, then turn right onto Dix Run Rd. Continue below at (*)

(*) Turn onto Dix Run Rd (if street sign is missing: there’s a little grey/green bungalow at the corner). Go up Dix Run Rd. app ½ mile and turn right onto Sengle Lane. This is our driveway.  It goes back one mile and ends at the farm. (Don’t turn off onto any other lane, as there are other farms/properties along the way.)  Please drive slowly.

We provide picking jugs and buckets.  Just bring containers to take the blueberries home.
